2024-2025 Hockey Leagues for Youth

All participants must be registered as 2024-2025 ice players in USA Hockey to participate in the Youth Recreational Hockey

Bloomington Youth House/Recreational Leagues
No experience is required to participate. Learn to Skate and Learn to Play classes recommended.
Bloomington Recreational Hockey will run a youth house/recreational league that will skate for 18 weeks;
9/30/2024-2/23/2025. The weekend of Thanksgiving and two weeks during the Christmas/New Year holidays will be
scheduled weeks off. Each age group will skate once during the week (Monday-Wednesday) and once on the weekend
(Saturday or Sunday). It is unknown at this time what night any age group will skate. Until we have the final registration
numbers, a schedule cannot be finalized. The weekend time slots will be rotated as evenly as possible.
